Classes are designed
for teachers of all grade levels and are planned in an engaging, participatory manner. Classes use inquiry
learning and hands-on experiences, offer great animal information and tours, and help in integrating zoo
resources and materials into your classroom activities and curriculum.

1 to 3 Graduate Credit Classes

Teacher classes at Brookfield Zoo come in all “sizes “—
from one graduate credit to three graduate credits.
These professional development programs offer free
continuing education units for Illinois teacher recert-
ification. Proof of professional development hours are
provided for Pre-K teachers.

Enrollment is open to applicants with a Bachelor’s degree
regardless of academic major or profession. The AIP can be
completed part-time while working, and is designed for
teachers and a broad range of professionals from nonprofit,
business, and government settings.

DEGREES

Applicants elect to enroll in either a Master of Arts in Teach-
ing in Biological Sciences (MAT, designed for certified teach-
ers) or a Master of Arts degree in Zoology from Miami Univer-
sity.
