Get Ready for a Backstage Adventure!

Lions, Tigers, and Bears, Oh My!

Being an animal care specialist takes careful preparation. Here are
some things you need to know so that you can be prepared to work
side by side with your Fragile Kingdom, Big Cats zoo crew:

Communication between you and the host care staff is crucial. You
must be able to read, speak, and understand English without the use
of an interpreter. If you are unable to participate in the program
without an interpreter, please call (708) 688-8338.

You must be attentive. Although the big cats and sloth bears are
comfortable working with their human caregivers, they are still wild
animals and their behavior is unpredictable. It is important that you
pay close attention to the guidance and instructions of the animal
care specialist you are spending the morning with. Never enter any
animal area without direction from the care staff. Always wait for
instructions and authorization from the staff and remain behind the
yellow safety line in front of the animal holdings while participating
in observation, care and enrichment, and feeding sessions.

All participants are required to complete a signed liability waiver
(page 4).

Who can register for Lions, Tigers and Bears?

Adults
Youth ages 12 to 17 must be accompanied by a paid registered parent or adult guardian.

Can my family or friends watch me participate in this program?

To ensure the safety of all involved, only the registered program participants will be allowed in off-exhibit
areas where the program is taking place. You meet friends or family elsewhere in the zoo after your program.

What should I wear?

As part of the program, you will be indoors, in a covered area, as well as in an outdoor habitat. You are
welcome to wear either long pants or shorts, and layers are best depending on the weather. All participants
should wear close-toed shoes.

Will there be a place to store my personal items?

No. We are unable to provide you with a secure place to keep your personal items while you participate in
your Backstage Adventures program.

== or cell phone use during Backstage Adventures or in any non-public areas.

Is smoking permitted?

For the safety of animals, guests and staff, tobacco products may not be used during the program.

Where do we meet?

Please park at the South Gate. Before meeting with your keeper, check in at the South Guest Reception
booth located at the South Gate. Present your confirmation e-mail and the receptionist will alert the keeper
that you are here. Follow the directions on the map enclosed and an animal care specialist will meet you in
front of the Amur Leopard Exhibit at the Desert’s Edge entrance of Fragile Kingdom at the sign that reads
"Your Backstage Adventure Meets Here" promptly at 9:00 a.m. Since this is prior to zoo regular opening
hours, please do not visit any other parts of the zoo.



What if I’'m late?

If you are more than 15 minutes late, please call (708) 688-8434
and the staff will meet you as soon as they are able. If you arrive
late, the length of the program cannot be extended beyond
10:00.

What do I need to do with the waiver?

Please bring a signed copy of the waiver with you to the
program. We cannot offer the program without a signed waiver.
If you are under 18, the waiver must be signed by a parent or
guardian. If you have any questions about the waiver please call
prior to the program date.

What if I need to cancel?

Any cancellations must be received seven or more calendar days
in advance of the scheduled program in order to receive a
refund. Registration does include a 25% non-refundable deposit.
Any cancellations received six calendar days or less are not
eligible for a refund. Exceptions to the refund policy will be
made on case by case basis and at the sole discretion of the
Animal Programs department.

What if I need to reschedule? _

Please follow the cancellation process outlined above. Once you have completed your
cancellation, you are welcome to register for any available Backstage Adventures
program. Due to limited availability, we cannot guarantee program registration. L

I have read through the waiver and have questions about whether
this is the right program for my child. What should I do?

Please call (708) 688-8430 prior to registering for the program. We will do our best to answer each of your
questions and to help you find a program that is a good fit for you.

Where is the South Gate located?

On the day of your program, you must enter the Zoo at the South Gate located at 3300 Golf Road behind
Riverside-Brookfield High School. Tell the gate attendant that you are here for the Backstage Adventure and
show them this packet or your registration confirmation e-mail. You do not need to pay parking or admission.
Please park in the lot indicated on the map on the following page. Please note that the speed limit throughout
the Zoo is 10 MPH and is strictly enforced.

Anything else I should know?

Please be aware that though it is rare, any Backstage Adventure can be cancelled by Brookfield Zoo at any
time due to animal welfare, dangerous weather, or staff needs. If your program is cancelled, you will be
contacted with as much notice as possible to schedule another date for your adventure.

Please note that due to the dynamics of animal husbandry here at Brookfield Zoo, the animals pictured in this
packet are not guaranteed to be part of your Backstage Adventure program.
